We helped bring Christmas cheer to 25 
kids ranging in age from 14 months to 18 years. We are already talking about planning [for] next 
year – ways to make it bigger and better. Foreverfamily is fantastic. Foreverfamily is stepping in 
and encouraging kids.”  
 
Mellissa Craig with Atlanta Life Investment Advisors echoes the same sentiment. “This is the first 
year we have been involved with Foreverfamily. We played games with the kids and decorated 
gingerbread houses. I think they ate as much as they decorated. Everyone had a good time, 
especially when Santa came. We encouraged people to give back. They [the employees] donated 
money and supplies to make the party happen.” 
 
“This is our second Christmas in the Louisville area. We have more than doubled the number of 
children who have connected with their incarcerated fathers. The city of Louisville really worked 
with us to make the Foreverfamily Louisville party a huge success. We are thankful for all the help 
we have received” said Barnhill 
 
According to Councilwoman Cheri Bryant Hamilton, whose district includes the Foreverfamily 
Louisville site, Foreverfamily works to strengthen families.  “The entire Council was very 
impressed with Foreverfamily. It was great seeing the fathers with smiles on their faces and the 
faces of their children.
